Winchester Cathedral is a living monument 
to the heritage of England and is one of 
the most historically signifi cant buildings in 
Britain.

From the time of Alfred the Great until 
after the Norman Conquest, Winchester 
and the Cathedral was the royal chapel. 
Much of England’s early history was 
based here and twelve English kings are 
believed to be buried here – meaning that 
Winchester can lay claim to being the fi rst 
Royal Mausoleum.

Don’t forget that access to the Kings & 
Scribes Exhibition is included with a General 
Admission Ticket.
